LawSource
1.  Find the article, “Bankruptcy, Employees, Bill C -281 and Recent Developments” by Charles Docherty in Canadian Bankruptcy Reports. What is the heading of paragraph II?
A:  Searching within reports
a. Note templates.
b. Search law reports template
c. Select Canadian Bankruptcy Reports in drop-down
d. Cut and paste article title. 
e. The trick to getting is using AND or quotation marks
f. A:  The Current State of The Law

2. The Neuberger Rose Criminal Law Advisor lists cases of interest to the defense bar. What is the second item on the table of contents of the July 1, 2011 issue of the Advisor?
A: Browsing particular sources
a. Select “other commentary” from Search Templates
b. Find Neuberger Rose Criminal Law Advisor from the drop-down menu
c. Run a blank search to browse
d. It is result #3, “Trial courts may fix the hourly rate of amicus curiae according to the Ontario Court of Appeal”.
e. Alternative: Normally, could use the link at the top of the page to go directly to Neuberger, but this quick link has a rolling cut-off date
Criminal Spectrum
3. What is the title of chapter 24 of Drug Offences in Canada?
A:  Browsing Commentary section for a particular text. Note that Drug Offences in Canada is not legislation, but an online book that is regularly updated.
a. Commentary search
b. Drug Offences in Canada
c. Section IV
d. Chapter 24 = Entrapment
Best Case
4. Find the case reported in C.C.C. that contains the phrase, “sly Bertrand, a monkey, convinces Ratto, a cat, to pull chestnuts from a hot fire”. What is the name of the case?
A:  Full-text searching of cases, using phrase searching
a. Case law template
b. Enter the text, “sly Bertrand, a monkey , convinces Ratto, a cat, to pull chestnuts from a hot fire” in the lower “word or phrase” box (or part of this phrase)
c. Optionally, limit to C.C.C.
d. Cut and paste phrase. Note that the sentence is just a bit long to fit in the box, so if the last word searched is “fi” , there will be no results.  Enter the sentence only up to the word “hot” or other shortened version.
e. Also note that you don’t need quotation marks here, or the Boolean operator “AND” in-between terms because AND is the default operator (unlike CriminalSource and LawSource)
f. The case is R. v. Devgan.

6.  What is the name of the title starting on page 20 from the 2006 issue of the African Journal of Legal Studies?
 	A: Making use of the Find a Source box
g. Enter African Journal of Legal Studies in Find a Source Box
h. Check off source and click OK-Continue – this will let you search within the source
i. However, we would like to browse, so click “browse” next to journal title
j. 2006
k. Click on the 2nd result
l. The title is: Genomics, Insurance and Human Rights: Is there a Place for Regulatory Frameworks in Africa?
A.  Please see slide for parts of citation
B. Many possible answers. Key thing to note is related legislation and case law in footnotes
C. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]a. Yes. We do have Lawyer’s weekly via LexisNexis.  If you go to journal via LN via FastSearch or the catalogue link, the source will automatically be selected in LN. Click on the blue “i” symbol to confirm what journal is being searched. Note: there are several journals titled Lawyers Weekly.
b. Yes. We do have access to the annotated law report, Business Law Reports via LawSource (hyperlinked). We also have it in print, including this particular volume and series:  HF 1278 B8  ser.2 v.17
