This course will first be offered in 2005-1 and every two years thereafter.  The expected enrolment is 5-7 students.  As a selected topics course, the specific focus of the course will change with each offering.  Two sample course outlines were provided to the Library; this assessment is based on these outlines, as well as the Library’s overall holdings and collection activities in the area of international relations.

The sample course outlines included reading lists of just over 40 books.  Without exception, all of these are already held in the SFU Library, many in multiple copies.
