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This is the Library's assessment for Math 345.

MATH 345 Introduction to Graph Theory

This is an introductory course in graph theory.  Some of the content will overlap with the existing course MATH 408, which will be dropped.  Math 345 will first be offered in 2005-1 and every spring semester thereafter with an expected enrolment of 40-60 students.
Monographs

The SFU Library is actively collecting in this area, with the subject heading Graph Theory generating newly published approval books for addition to the collection on a regular basis.  The collection includes over 300 books on graph theory, including those under the following Library of Congress Subject Headings:

The Library has adequate monographs to support this course.

Many of the general mathematics journals held in the Library also cover the subjects of this course.  The Library has adequate serial holdings to support this course.

Bibliographic Tools

The Library has a current license for MathSciNet, which would help students find relevant papers on the subjects covered in this course, as well as more general indexes such as Web of Science.

Costs:  There are no library costs associated with this course.

Note:  The materials required for this course are located in the WAC Bennett Library on the Burnaby campus.  This assessment is based on the assumption that the course will be offered at SFU’s Burnaby campus.  If the course were to be offered at SFU Surrey or Harbour Center, or as an off-campus course, additional Library costs would be incurred.
