This course will first be offered in 2005-1 and annually thereafter.  It is an elective course that complements Arch 301 Prehistoric and Indigenous Art. This course has also been previously offered as a Special Topics course (ARCH 331).  Part of the course is delivered online, and many online resources are used in support of student research.
